MATTERS ARISING FROM PREVIOUS MINUTES

Financial Member, Jason Harrison attempted proposals that were not read out in full at the AGM 2022 due to the discussion and content not consistent with the rules of the Association. This has been discussed by the Committee during normal Management Committee meetings and has looked through the wording of his considerations diligently. Thus Special Resolutions have been drafted and will be tabled shortly due to some of Jason’s consideration items for the Association. We thank Jason for his input that was provided at the time of the 2022 AGM.
CHAIRPERSON  REPORT

Welcome all to this the 2023 2RAR Association AGM. Throughout this year the Association has provided focus on the Association’s strategic goals with Being Relevant as the forefront to what we as an Association are striving to achieve. Our relevance comes through our four pillars of support to our members being:

· Transition Support

· Veteran Welfare

· Preserve the Units History

· Succession Plan

By acting on these four pillars the Association can provide meaningful support for our veterans both serving and ex-serving.
To be accountable to our members, I would like to explain how we have attempted to achieved these pillars? 
Transition Support – This year we have once again been granted access to an Office on Samichon lines and we thank the CO & RSM for their continued support for allowing us access to their soldiers. On most Fri from 0900 we have a member of the committee be available to the soldiers to come in and discuss any matter they wish, this interaction is still a work in progress and we are continuing our focus in this area to engage current serving members. We have reached out to the RSL to look at attaining qualifications in Advocacy but this is long term goal in having a continued presence of an advocate available to our serving veterans. Our communication to the Btn and its members can be better and is a focus for us in 2024.

Veteran Welfare - Our Welfare & Social Programs provides unique support to both the current service members and our veterans. Home and Hospital welfare checks and Bereavement support are also key parts to our current Welfare Program. Regular veteran coffee catch ups continue on a weekly basis in NQLD and monthly in SQLD. SA weekly catch ups are available to all veterans not just 2 RAR and is continuing to be a well presented event thanks largely to our SA Rep. The ANZAC Day road trip to the NT that was supported by our NT State Rep Wayne Woodhouse was a much talked about event. Our engagement with other ex-service organisations/DVA has improved and we are working with the new Repatriation commissioner currently on helping to find one of our veterans NOK so that his remains can be returned to his family. We represented or had physical support for all of our Vietnam veterans at the Vietnam Veterans Vigil on the 03 Aug and we thank all those who conducted/attended these services to honour our Vietnam veterans. As this was a truly collaborative and much appreciated initiative. 

Preserve the Units History – Much of this work has been done separately through Jason Harrison and his volunteer team at the 2 RAR Historical Collection. The Association is there to support the Historical collection in their efforts whilst also looking to our members to help provide their stories of service to us so that we may share these stories through Magazines such as Duty First and RINGO. We would love to read your story and encourage all our members to sit down with us and tell us their service story.

Succession Plan – We are always open to new ideas and new members in particular those who may have certain skill sets to help with the running of the association. At this stage no succession plan has been set in stone however we will continue to work with our current serving members with the focus of Being Relevant at the forefront in all actions that we do.

All though the Association probably hasn’t meet all our goals this year, we will continue to strive to do better and are happy for any feedback any of our members may have in approving our quality of output to our members.

Finally, I would like to acknowledge and thank the outstanding work of the committee members and importantly our State representatives as well. Their time and effort in volunteering to still serve 2 RAR is Second to None.
